+ AOC-5: Staging and Storage Area

The NJDEP issued an Unrestricted Use No Further Action Letter for the AOC-1 on November 22,
1993, and therefore, no further investigation will be necessary for AOC-1.
Additional investigation is required for the AOCs 2 through 5.

The objective of a site investigation is to evaluate if contaminants are present in the areas of
concern at concentrations above the applicable remediation standards and thus require further
investigation and/or remediation in accordance with the Technical Requirements for Site Remediation
(NJAC 7:26E). Samples will be collected in conformance with the NJDEP Field Sampling Procedures
Manual (August 2005). Soils will be screened for volatile emissions with a photo-ionization detector
(PID). Sample locations will be recorded with portable GPS equipment. All samples will be analyzed in
a State certified laboratory with standard turnaround time. The sampling and analytical requirements
are outlined below for each area of concern. :

« AQC-2: Former Heating Oil UST

A 1,000-gallon steel heating oil tank was removed from the site in 1994. Based on the OPRA
file review at the NJDEP, there was no records that a NFA letter was issued for AOC-2.

CME will attempt to identify the location of the 1,000-gallon steel heating oil tank. CME will
install a total of three (3) soil borings up to a depth of 15 feet using Geoprobe equipment. A
total of three (3) soil samples will be biased and collected, and analyzed for EPH. Based on
the EPH results, one (1) of the samples will also be analyzed for 2-Methy Naphthalene and
Naphthalene.

e AOC-3: Former Vehicle Lift

A car lift was removed from the site in 1994. Based on the OPRA file review at the NJDEP,
there was no records that a NFA letter was issued for AOC-3.

CME will install a total of two (2) soil borings up to a depth of 15 feet using Geoprobe
equipment. A total of two (2) soil samples will be biased and collected, and analyzed for
TAL/TCL +30 with volatiles.

« AOC-4: Waste Oil AST

An approximate 220-gallon waste oil AST in a secondary containment structure is located
outside the rear of the building. Possible oily sediment was observed below the waste oil AST,
within the secondary containment structure. One (1) discrete surficial soil sample and one (1)
subsoil sample will be collected next to the secondary containment structure and analyzed for
EPH. Based on the EPH results, one (1) of the samples will also be analyzed for VO+10,
BN+15, PCBs, and TAL metals.

s« AQC-5: Staging and Storage Area

Various vehicles, equipment, materials, and drums are stored in the area to the rear (southwest)
of the building. Six (6) discrete surficial soil samples will be collected in AOC-5 and analyzed for

EPH. Based on the EPH results, three (3) of the samples will also be analyzed for VO+10,

BN+15, PCBs, and TAL metals,

Task 2: Geophysical Survey

A geophysical survey will be conducted to evaluate the presence of any USTs remaining on the
property. The geophysical survey will also attempt to identify any piping connections between the

Task 2: Geophysical Survey

A geophysical survey will be conducted to investigate the vent pipe near the northeast corner of
the main building. The investigation will include an electromagnetic (EM) survey and a ground
penetrating radar (GPR) survey.

Task 3: Asbestos Survey

CME will retain a qualified inspector to conduct a survey and sampling of suspected asbestos-
containing materials (ACM) in order to identify materials that must be abated as part of any building
demolition. A certified EPA/AHERA Asbestos Inspector will conduct a survey for ACM in accordance
with applicable regulations (40 CFR 763). The survey will include the collection of bulk asbestos
samples of suspected ACM. All samples will be analyzed for asbestos content using the Polarized
Light Microscope (PLM) method. Non-friable organically bound (NOB) materials that are determined to
contain less than one percent asbestos in the PLM test (such as caulks, fioor tiles, mastics, built-up
roofing, and roof flashing} will be analyzed for asbestos content using Transmission Electron
Microscopy (TEM). Samples will be analyzed by an independent laboratory certified by the American
Industrial Hygiene Association (AIHA) and the National Voluntary Laboratory Accreditations Program
(NVLAP). This fee estimate includes up to forty (40) samples for PLM analysis, thirty (30) samples for
PLM NOB analysis, and twenty (20) samples for TEM analysis. The actual number of samples to be
coilected and analyzed will be based on the types and volumes of suspected ACM present in the
buildings.

A Hazardous Materials Investigation Report will be prepared to summarize the survey
methodologies, sampling locations, and findings. The report will identify any hazardous materials ACM
detected in the building structures. The report will include: (iy all laboratory data; (i) sketch plans
identifying sample locations; (iii) summary tables of analytical results (including detection and friability
ievels of all ACM/non-ACM); and (iv) comparison of analytical results to New Jersey andfor USEPA
action levels. CME will offer a recommendation regarding any demolition that might be considered.

Administrator: Fincredit Inc., PO Box 43, Marlboro, NJ. Fincredit is charged with
program implementation including entering into agreements with Merchants and
Consumers.

Merchants: (Borough) businesses which voluntarily register and enter into an agreement
with Applicant to participate in program.

Consumers: (Borough) property owners/renters and residents of other Boroughs who
work in (Borough) who voluntarily register and enter into an agreement with Applicant.

Property Tax Reward Cards: Swipe cards issued to consumers for use at participating
Merchants.

DESCRIPTION

The “Shop South River” Property Tax Reward Program” will utilize technology similar
to that utilized in connection with traditional ‘gift and loyalty card’ programs in addition
to Fincredit proprietary software. The goal of the program is to provide South River
Borough taxpayers with a financial incentive to patronize participating South River
businesses in the form of a Property Tax Reward, and at the same time provide South
River-based businesses with a financial incentive to enroll in the program in the form of
increased patronage and revenues.

In summary, a Consumer who patronizes a participating South River-based Merchant will
receive a corresponding percentage-of-sale credit on his or her property taxes.

The key aspects of the program involve:

Administrator shall be required to maintain in force, for the duration of the period,
business insurance policy with a minimum of Fifty Thousand Dollars ($50,000.00) of
fiduciary coverage and shall provide a Certificate of Insurance to the Borough to
evidence such coverage.
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Indemnification and Hold Harmless

The Administrator shall indemnify, defend, and hold the Borough, its officers, agents
and employees, harmless from and against any and all claims, actions, liability or
costs, including reasonable attorney fees and other costs of defense, arising out of

Administrator’s actions related to the business conducted while operating under this
agreement.

ORDINANCE 2013-

AN ORDINANCE AMENDING BOROUGH CODE CHAPTER 255 — PEDDLING AND
SOLICITING

NOW, THEREFORE BE IT ORDAINED AND ENACTED, by the Mayor and Borough Council
of the Borough of South River, County of Middlesex, State of New Jersey as follows:

Borough Code Ch. 255 - PEDDLING AND SOLICITING be and is hereby amended as follows:

The Following NEW article is hereby added to Code Chapter 255 and shall read as
follows:

255-3(C). All applicants for a license under this chapter shall obtain a criminal background
check at a private agency approved by the Borough. The results of the criminal
background check shall be forwarded by the approved agency directly to the Borough
Clerk, who shall in turn forward same to the Chief of Police.

Furthermore, Chapter 255-4(C) shall be deleted and replaced with the following:

255-4(C). If as a result of such investigation the applicant’s character or business
responsibility is found to be unsatisfactory, the Chief of Police shall endorse on such
application his recommendation that said application be denied, along with his reasons
for this recommendation. The application shall then be returned to the Borough Clerk,
who shall present same to the governing body for further review. The governing body
shall then take formal action to either approve or disapprove the application.

SECTION II. The various parts, sections, clauses of this Ordinance are hereby declared to be
severable. If any part, sentence, paragraph, section or clause is adjudged unconstitutional or
invalid by a court of competent jurisdiction, the remainder of the Ordinance shall not be affected
thereby.

SECTION III.  Any ordinances and parts thereof in conflict with the provisions of this
Ordinance are hereby repealed to the extent of such conflict.

SECTION IV. This Ordinance shall take effect upon final adoption and publication as may be
required by law.

surcharges, for all applications made prior to May 31, 2013 and when a claim has been filed by
the applicant with his/her insurance company.
