[HISTORY: Adopted by the Mayor and Council of the Borough of South River as indicated in article
histories.

GENERAL REFERENCES

Article 1. Scope of Department

[Adopted 2-9-1977 by Ord. No. 1977-6 (Ch. 47, Art. |, of the 1977 Code)]

§ 72-1. Organization and authority.

[Amended 8-18-1993 by Ord. No. 1993-14; 5-30-2001 by Ord. No. 2001-26]

There shall be a Department of Public Safety in the Borough of South River under the supervision
and control of a Public Safety Committee. The Public Safety Committee shall consist of three
members of the Borough Council, one of wham shall be designated Chairman, and who shall be
appointed at the annual organizational meeting in accordance with the Rules of Council. The
Department of Public Safety shall exercise supervision and control over the Fire Department, the
Fire Prevention Bureau, the Police Department and the Rescue Squad and such other agencies,
officers or employees of the Borough as may be designated from time to time by the Borough
Council.

Article I1. Fire Department

[Adopted 3-21-1973 by Ord. No. 1973-6 (Ch. 47, Art. II, of the 1977 Code)]

§ 72-2. Reestablishment of Department; compensation; equipment;
membership. ‘

Reestablishment of Department. There is hereby reestablished a Fire Department and for the
Borough of South River, to be known as the "South River Fire Department” and to consist of three
companies, namely, Engine Company No. 1, Reliable Fire Company and Summit Engine Company.
The fire companies hereby created shall not-have-mere-than-35-members-and-must comply with all
the requirements of this article and any rules or regulations promulgated hereunder.

Compensation. The officers and members of the South River Fire Department shall receive such
annual compensation as may be determined from-time-to-time by the governing body. and-in-a

manner determined-by-the-governing-body-

Equipment. All apparatus, accessories, vehicles, equipment and supplies necessary for the
maintenance and operation of the said Fire Department shall be bought and paid for by the Borough
of South River.

§ 72-3. Qualifications; discipline; duties; Fire Police.

No person shall hereafter become a member of the Fire Department of the Borough of South River
or any company thereof unless he/she shall:

Have attained the age of 18 years.

Be physically fit to perform the duties of a fireman as evidenced by a cerfificate to that effect by a
licensed practicing physician of the State of New Jersey.

All prospective members of any of the companies of the South River Fire Department shall be
subject to criminal background investigation by the South River Police Department and the New
Jersey State Police. In order to facilitate the background check, prospective members shall be
subject to fingerprinting administered by the South River Police Department. Disclosure of the
results of the criminal background investigation shall not be considered public information. Said
resulis may be released only to the governing body, Business Administrator, Borough Attorney and
Fire Chief.

AN ORDINANCE OF THE BOROUGH OF SOUTH
RIVER, COUNTY OF MIDDLESEX, STATE OF
NEW JERSEY, AMENDING CHAPTER 310 OF
THE BOROUGH CODE OF THE BOROUGH OF
SOUTH RIVER, ENTITLED “TAXICABS AND
LIMOUSINES”

BE IT ORDAINED, by the governing body of the Borough of South
River, County of Middlesex, State of New Jersey, as follows:

SECTION 1. The Borough Code of the Borough of South River is
hereby amended and supplemented so as to amend Chapter 310, entitled “Taxicabs
and Limousines” so as to amend Article I entitled “Taxicabs” so as to amend Section
310-1, entitled “Definitions™ which shall read in its entirety as follows: Additions are
underlined and deletions are bracketed.

§ 310-1 Definitions.

As used in this article, the following terms shall have the meanings indicated:

BOROUGH
The Borough of South River, in the County of Middlesex and State of New Jersey.

CRUISING

The practice of driving about the streets of the Borough with a taxicab so as to bring the
presence of the taxicab to the attention of prospective passengers. A taxicab driving along
the streets of this Borough for any purpose other than while transporting a passenger
going to a definite destination by the most direct route in response to a call for a taxicab
by a prospective passenger or returning by the most direct route to the taxicab home,
terminus or stand after discharging a passenger or going to or from the said terminus or
stand to the driver’s home by the direct route shall be prima facie evidence of cruising.

DRIVER
Any person who drives a taxicab within the Borough.

LICENSED
Iicensed in accordance with the appropriate section of this article.

OPERATION OF A TAXICAB




Transporting in such taxicab one or more persons for hire along any of the streets of this
Borough, accepting a passenger to be transported for hire within this Borough or from a
pomt within thlS Borough to a pomt outszde the Borougjh hmlts{ %dfsehargmga

feheBofoﬁg%kﬁm&%s] shall be deemed to be' operation of a taxicab" within the Borough
within the meaning thereof. The "operation of a taxicab" in any of the above-described
methods by one other than the owner shall be deemed operation by the owner thereof as
well as by the person actually driving the same. The transportation of any person other
than the owner or driver in any motor vehicle bearing the sign thereon or therein using
the word "taxi,"” "taxicab," "cab," "hack" or word of similar connotation shall be prima
facie evidence of operation.

OWNER

Any person, corporation or association in whose name title to any taxicab is registered
with the New Jersey Department of Motor Vehicles or who appears in such records to be
the conditional vendee or lessee thereof.

PERSON
Includes the plural as well as the singular and artificial as well as natural persons.

TAXICAB

Any automobile or motorcar, commonly called "taxi," engaged in. the business of
carrying passengers for hire, which is held out, announced or advertised to operate or run,
or which is operated or run, over any of the streets of the Borough of South River and
which accepts passengers in the Borough for transportation from points or places to
points or places within or without the said Borough, provided that nothing herein
contained shall include or apply to public conveyances which are by law subject to state
or federal regulations exclusively.

SECTION 2. The Borough Code of the Borough of South River is
hereby amended and supplemented so as to amend Chapter 310, entitled “Taxicabs
and Limousines” so as to amend Article 1 entitled “Taxicabs™ so as to amend Section
310-4, entitled “Taxicab Owner’s License™ which shall read in its entirety as follows:
Additions are underlined and deletions are bracketed.

§ 310-4 Taxicab Owner’s License.

Any taxicab which is operated anywhere within this Borough [%hm&ﬂoﬂfeensedrm
another jurisdietion] must possess a valid taxicab owner’s license. A taxicab owner's
license shall entitle the taxicab therein described to be operated anywhere within this

Borough by a driver duly licensed hereunder, until such license either expires or is
surrendered, suspended or revoked, and shall not be transferable. The number of taxicab




owner’s licenses shall not exceed 25. However, nothing herein shall prevent the
Municipal Council from increasing or decreasing [by-reselution;} the number of licenses
pursuant to the procedure set forth in N.J.S.A. 48:16-2.1 et. seq., should the public
convenience and necessity so require. The number of taxicab owner’s licenses issued to
and held by any single taxicab company and/or owner shall not exceed 15. No
individual, corporation, partnership or other business entity shall have an ownership
interest or share in more than one taxicab business in the Borough of South River.

All taxicabs owned by the license holder, who maintain a fixed place of business in
accordance with Section 310.25(A)}, shall be licensed by the Borough of South River and
shall be subject to safety mspection(s) by a duly authorized representative of the Police

SECTION 3.  The Borough Code of the Borough of South River is
hereby amended and supplemented so as to amend Chapter 310, entitled “Taxicabs
and Limousines™ so as to amend Article [ entitled “Taxicabs™ so as to amend Section
310-5, entitled “Taxicab Driver’s License” which shall read in its entirety as follows:
Additions are underlined and deletions are bracketed.

§ 310-5 Taxicab Driver’s License.

A The applicant for a taxicab driver’s license must be employed by a taxi company
licensed for business within the Borough of South River.

B. A taxicab driver's license shall entitle the person named therein to operate within
this Borough any taxicab duly licensed hereunder, until the license either expires or is
surrendered, suspended or revoked, and shall not be transferable. There shall be no limit
to the mumber of taxicab driver's licenses issued.

C. Any hcensed owner who knowingly allows his vehicle to transport passengers by
a driver who does not hold a valid taxicab driver’s license shall be in violation of this
Article.

Jersey Motor Vehicle Commission within 30 days of the date of application.

Said investigation, prior to the issuance of a license hereunder, shall be
mandatory. If the result of said investigation is that the application is satisfactory, same
shall be approved by the Borough Clerk. If as a result of such investigation the

applicant’s background reveals a prior history [involving-erimes-of moral turpitude
~rthinthe-past-10 orif-the apphicantsb GrOURGreve priot-history|

involving any of the crimes and offenses set forth in § 310- 11C, or if the applicant’s
driving record, character or business responsibility is found to be unsatisfactory, the
application shall be denied, with reasons for said denial indicated on the application by
the Borough Clerk. If an application is for a taxicab owner's license, the Traffic Safety
Division of the Police Department shall conduct an inspection of the vehicle or vehicles
to be licensed. A report of such investigation and a copy of the traffic and police record
of the applicant, if any, shall be attached to the application and returned to the Borough
Clerk for consideration by the governing body at a regular meeting of the Borough
Council.

(1) Prior to issuing an original taxi owner's license, the Police Department shall
inspect the taxi to verify that the taxi possesses a valid motor vehicle inspection



sticker. Upon receipt of any new sticker, the taxi shall again be presented for
inspection by the police to verify that a valid sticker is in place. Upon successiul
inspection of the vehicle, a number decal shall be issued by the Police Department
to be affixed to the rear window of the vehicle. If the vehicle fails inspection,
reinspection must occur within 14 days of the initial inspection. The license
issued for a vehicle listed on the owner’s application that has failed inspection by
the Traffic Safety Division and is not in operation after the reinspection period
has expired will be forfeited.

(2) No taxi shall be put in service or kept in service unless both heat and air
conditioning are operational.

AA.  After the initial criminal background check that includes a fingerprinting process
annual subsequent criminal background checks for the purpose of licensing shall consist
of the use of the New Jersey State Police SBI 212A form, unless otherwise dictated by
the Borough Clerk or the Chief of Police.

B. Appeals. Any person aggrieved by the action of the Chief of Police, Business
Administrator and Borough Clerk in the denial of an application for a license as provided
in § 310-11A of this chapter, or in the decision with reference to revocation of a license
as provided in § 310-15 of this chapter, shall have the right of appeal to the Mayor and
Council of the Borough of South River. Such an appeal shall be taken by filing with the
Mayor and Council within 14 days after notice of the action complained of has been
mailed to such person's last known address, a written statement setting forth fully the
grounds of the appeal. The Mayor and Council shall set a time and place for a hearing on
such appeal, and notice of such hearing shall be given to the appellant in the same
manner as provided in § 310-15 of this chapter for notice of hearing on revocation. The
decision and order of the Council on such appeal shall be final and conclusive.

C. Criminal history record background check.

(1) Each operator or driver of the autocab for which the owner thereof 1s seeking
the consent to operate in a municipality must submit to the performance of a
criminal history record background check. The cost for the criminal history record
background check, including all costs of administering and processing the check,
shall be borne by the operator or driver of the autocab.

(2) A person shall be disqualified from operating or driving an autocab if a
criminal history record background check required pursuant to this subsection
reveals a record of conviction of any of the following crimes:

(a) In New Jersey or elsewhere, any crime as follows: aggravated assault,
arson, burglary, escape, extortion, homicide, kidnapping, robbery,
agoravated sexual assault, sexual assault or endangering the welfare of a
child pursuant to N.J.S.A. 2C:24-4, whether or not armed with or having
in his possession any weapon enumerated in Subsection r of N.J.S.A.




2C:39-1, a crime pugsuant to the provisions of NLLS. AL 2C:39-3, N.J.S.A.
2C:39-4, or N.J.S.A. 2C:39-9, or other than a disorderly persons or petty
disorderly persons offense for the unlawful use, possession or sale of a
controlled dangerous substance as defined in N.J.S.A. 2C:35-2.

(b) In any other state, territory, commonwealth, or other jurisdiction of
the United States, or any country in the world, as a result of a conviction
in a court of competent jurisdiction, a crime which in that other
jurisdiction or country is comparable to one of the crimes enumerated in
Subsection C(2)(a) of this section.

(c) If a person who has been convicted of one of the crimes enumerated n
Subsection C(2)(a) and (b) of this section can produce a certificate of
rehabilitation issued pursuant to N.J.S.A. 2A:168A-8 or, if the criminal
offense occurred outside New Jersey, an equivalent certificate from the

jurisdiction where the criminal offense occurred, the criminal offense shall
not disqualify the applicant from operating or driving an autocab.

(h) Has permitted a driver whose driver’s license has been revoked or
who has been denied a taxi driver’s license to operate a taxi.

(2} Aily license of either class if the governing body determines that public
convenience currently does not require additional licensed taxicabs or that public
safety will be best served by the refusal to issue any additional licenses or that the



granting of the license applied for is not in the interest of the public health, safety
or welfare.

(3) Any taxicab owner's license if the motor vehicle licensed or to be licensed, by
reason of unsafe or unsanitary condition, is dangerous to the safety and health of
the occupants or others or if the policy of insurance required by this article or by
any statute of the State of New Jersey has become lapsed or such coverage is not
maintained at all times.

B. Right to inspect vehicles; suspension or revocation of license prior to hearing.

In the event that the Chief of Police believes that the health, safety or welfare of
passengers would be endangered 1f a license is not immediately suspended or
revoked, the Chief of Police is authorized to immediately suspend or revoke a
license prior to the licensee having an opportunity for a hearing with the Borough
Council. In such cases of immediate suspension or revocation, the licensee shall
be entitled to a hearing before the Borough Council within 15 days of the Chief of
Police's notification of the suspension or revocation.

If you change to a
vehicle that is not registered with the South River Parking Utility, we must be notified by phone
immediately and in writing within 7 working days. Any vehicle not displaying a parking permit

may be subject to a parking ticket and/or towing.

If the South River Parking Utility determines that the parking permit policy is being abused or
manipulated by a permit holder to allow more vehicles that are authorized, any vehicles that are
unauthorized or any unauthorized operator(s) to park at any time in the parking lot, ALL permits
for that holder will be revoked and any vehicle parked in that lot will be subject to a parking
ticket and/or towing at the owners expense. Abuse included but not limited to private reselling

of permit.
All vehicles must have a current valid registration and license plate and be in operable condition.

All vehicles must be properly maintained. Any vehicle creating a hazardous condition (leaking
fluids, etc.) can be towed at the owner’s expense.

If the car recorded on the application is sold, or a different car is being used, please notify
the Parking Utility immediately. If your car is temporarily out of service and you will be
using a loaner/different car, be sure to call the Parking Utility as soon as possible to avoid an
issuance of a summons at 1-732-257-1999 ext 114.

Parking permits can only be used in the areas designated for permit parking.

The parking permit number must be readily visible to the Parking Enforcement Officer
through the vehicles windshield or the vehicle may be subject to a parking ticket and or
towing.

Not displaying the current permit will result in an issuance of a summons. Copying or
reproducing your permit may result in loss of your parking privileges.

Renewal payments of permits for parking must be mailed to Borough of South River, 48
Washington Street, South River, New Jersey 08882 so as to reach us by the 15th of the
month. We would prefer payment by check with your permit number noted on your check.
Each permit holder is solely responsible for the payment of histher permit. Payments
received after the expiration date of your current month may result in the issuance of your
parking permit to another.

If you do not plan to continue using your permit, please notify the Parking Utility Office.
